An extended group of islands located in the very Northeastern part of the
Aegean Archipelago. It is called the Northeastern Aegean Islands and
the most widely known of them are the islands of Lesvos, Chios,
Limnos, Ikaria and Psara. They are rounded up by an island
chain formed by smaller islands such as Fourni, Oinousses,
Aghios Efstratios, Aghios Minas, Antipsara, Thimaina and
Samiopoula.

Each and every one of them is a truly hospitable destination
combining traditional hospitality with a rich natural land-
scape, a traditional way of living, unique local cuisine flavors
and numerous cultural treasures that remain intact until this day.
It should be stated that numerous areas across the Northeastern
P4 Aegean Islands are habitats and areas protected by the NATURA 2000
4 European Network. In these islands, history and traditions are pre-
served alive and intricately connected with historical local holy pilgrim-
ages. Many of the local monasteries and churches derive from the
Early Byzantine Era. At the same time, they are also part of the
island’s’ daily life and religious sites for prayer open to lo-
cals and visitors alike. These religious sites are meeting
points for locals and visitors during significant religious cel-

Samos is the birthplace of
the ancient philosophers
Pythagoras, Epicurus and
Aristarchus (the mathe-
matician).

On the emerald green is-

land of Samos there are mag-

nificent coasts and high-quality

local products, among which the fa-

mous sweet wine of Samos.The most sig-
nificant religious monuments to see here are:

The Holy Monastery of Timios Stavros (i.e. Holy Cross),
The Holy Monastery of Megali Panaghia (Great Virgin Mary), The Holy
Church of Aghios Nikolaos in Karlovassi.
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St Paul’s foot-steps

Last but not least, it is important to note that Apostle Paul, known as the
Apostle of all Nations and founder of the Holy Church of Greece, completed
four preaching tours in total. In three of these, he included Greece. While
at the end of his third tour in Greece, in late 56 AD, departing from Corinth
and heading to Jerusalem, he came through the islands of Lesvos, Chios
(Oinousses) and Samos.
